Roundtable Report—Bernice Simpson, Membership

The program for May is a 

presentation by Chris 

Stewart on “Negotiating 

Contracts”.  Mark your 

calendars for May 16! 
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Professional writers find email 

an important part of their 

communication. Jeff Tobe, a 

professional speaker, recently 

talked about the basics.  

Research finds that 55% of our 

meaning is conveyed by facial 

expression, 38% by tone, and 

only 7% by the words we use.  

Emails by their very nature 
eliminate 93% of the way we 
interpret what someone else 
wants us to understand! 

Handle emails carefully. He 

suggests three computer 

folders for email: one for non-

pressing emails that can wait a 

week or more; one that waits 

for a day; and one for pressing 

emails that wait an hour 

before they are sent.  

After the initial draft “cools” a 

little, he opens it again and re-

reads it before sending. There 

are always changes and 

revisions needed, and 

sometimes sees phrases and 

words that would be poor 

judgment to send. Remember, 

he reminded the crowd, that 

once you hit the “send” 

button, it can never be 

recalled. 

“Save as a draft” may be the 

most important folder in your 

email, if you don’t use the 

three folder method. 

A fellow speaker, a 

collaborator in the book The 
Communication Coach II, Sue 

Hershkowitz-Coore, CSP, 

wrote an article called “Power 

Writing: Make Your Next Email 

Terrific!” She points out that 

“Email can be a terrific tool or 

toxic to your career.” To make 

it work for you, she suggests 

these ideas: 

Know your purpose in writing 

Plan your message, and be 
clear in your own mind on 
what you want to say, what 
you want to accomplish, what 
the next step is, and clarity for 
the reader 

Become your recipient 

Revise your email where 
necessary and make it concise 

Honor and respect your 
reader, by being concise, 
friendly (not familiar), clear, 
and avoiding DBI (Death by 
Information) 

Because the reader cannot see 

your body language and facial 

expression or hear your tone, 

misunderstandings happen 

and are difficult to rectify. You 

may want to try Jeff Tobe’s 

folder method if you find 

yourself frequently explaining 

emails you thought were

Business Meeting Minutes January 17, 2009 
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    The most useful writers' reference 
is the one you write, or more 
correctly, the one you create for 
yourself. It's your personal 
compilation of workshop handouts, 
your notes from books or magazines, 
Internet downloads, and so forth.  
If you don't have such a book, here's 
how to start one.  
You'll need: 

3 ring binder, the wider the 

better.  

Alphabetical dividers – a 

minimum of 2 sets. 

Main section dividers – 3.  

Binder pockets 50 or more. 

Paper—Loose-leaf paper works, 

but I prefer 8 ½ by 11-inch 

white bond, pre-punched. 

   Now, you're ready to start.  
Name it. It's your book. Give it a 
creative title or simply call it Writing 
Reference. Write “Section I” on the 
tab of a main section divider, and 
insert it first. Next place the A-
tabbed alphabetical divider, a pocket, 
and at least once sheet of paper. 
Continue on to Z, and then finish 
with the other two dividers. Insert 
extra paper to have handy as needed.  
Do you have miscellaneous writing 
notes around your desk? Put them in 
appropriate pockets. Cross reference 
where necessary. For example, put 
contest information from PPW's 
January meeting in the C-pocket. 
Cross reference it in the “H” section: 
“Harry Haines' 1/09 PPW 
presentation—see C.”  
   In no time you'll need to trim the 

fat from those bulging pockets, and 
you'll want to have papers more 
organized. To expedite, mount small 
notes to paper, scrapbook style, and 
punch binder holes in handouts, or 
place them inside plastic sleeves to 
insert them in your binder.  
   That's a start. As you have time, 
work on the book's refinement. Cut 
the clutter and include only what you 
want in your reference manual.  
     At your computer, open a 
document file. Give it a name to 
correspond to your binder and create 
3 sections.  
     Begin with Section I. Start a table. 
(Click on Table, then Insert.) Where 
indicated, order 2 columns and 52 
rows. Column width? 1 ½ x 5 ½ 
inches work for me.  
    Divide the rows alphabetically:  
-A-, -B-, -C-, and so forth. Why are 
the letters enclosed in N-dashes? 
When your file grows, conducting a 
Find on dash-letter-dash takes you 
directly to the section you want. You 
can put your -A- in the first row or 
above it. I prefer to split the table 
between alphabetical groups, and 
write the letter just above each. 
     As you have time, transfer cogent 
odds and ends from files, paper 
stacks, and even your “scrapbook” 
pages to the table. Watch your 
overstuffed file holders and office 
shelves release needed space as you 
recycle hand-outs, articles, and 
books after you have extracted the 
essence from them. 
     For quick reference, keep the 

alphabetized notes in Section I brief. 
But when you want to preserve 
several pages of information that 
deal with one subject, place those 
pages in Section II. An example: 
samples of query letters. In the table 
beside the entry “queries,” write “see 
samples in II.” 
     Reserve Section III for private 
notes. For example, you may have a 
list of conference speakers you've 
met. If any shared a cell phone 
number, personal address, or other 
private information with you, put it 
in Section III, and make sure that 
section is not accessible to others. 
     At this point, you have a binder 
for hard copies and a corresponding 
computer file. As time permits, and 
depending on your preference, 
computer or hard copy, meld the 
two. You can scan printed matter and 
place it in the computer file, or print 
the computer file, adding its pages to 
the binder. I prefer the latter. Once a 
year, I print the computer file, 
archive a CD copy, and start the 
table again. 
     Take your reference book to your 
critique group. You'll be surprised 
how many questions it provides a 
quick answer to. And if you offer 
copies of excerpts from your book, 
you know group members will 
reciprocate when they discover 
interesting writing tips.  
     Weekly sharing adds pages fast.  
 
Maybe you should start out with two 
binders.
